A new starting vibrator, part number 492 671, is now available and it is recom- 
mended that this vibrator be installed on the above listed aircraft. 

The installation of the new vibrator may be accomplished as follows: 

1. Remove the present vibrator from its mounting position. 
2. Remove and discard present ground wire. (New vibrator 

has internal ground.) 
3. Remove terminals from wires JlD and JlB. 
4. Install new terminal clips supplied with vibrator. 
5. Install new starter vibrator. Insert JlB terminal to “IN” 

receptacle and JlD terminal to “BO” receptacle in the 
vibrator box.
